Josef Frank’s rounded mahogany display cabinet is small and dainty in form. It was designed during the 
years 1945-1946, when Josef Frank returned to Sweden after having spent some time in New York. During 
that period, he designed four display cabinets for Svenskt Tenn; numbers 2069, 2070, 2076 and 2077, of 

which two are tabletop cabinets and two floor cabinets.

C A R E  I N S T R U C T I O N S

Svenskt Tenn’s furniture is made from wood that is varnished or coated. Clean with a soft cloth dampened 
with mild dish detergent or soapy water. Dry with a soft cloth. Do not expose the furniture to prolonged 
humidity or direct heat or use polish, oil or abrasive cleaners on the furniture. Wipe the glass with glass 

cleaner and a soft cloth.

Also avoid exposing the furniture to large changes in temperature and humidity.
